Placement Procedure for Japanese Language Courses

In order to ascertain your prior level and ensure you maximise your Japanese language learning, we
have a self evaluation tool for all prospective students who have some knowledge of the language.
This checklist will help determine the most suitable level for your enrolment. If you are familiar
with the grammar functions and script at one level, we suggest you enrol into the next level up.

If you have never attempted any Japanese before, you should enrol into Japanese 1. If you have
completed Japanese courses at RMIT before, you are automatically eligible for the next higher level.
For instance, if you have completed Japanese 1 in RMIT, you are automatically eligible for
Japanese 2.

Students who have done VCE (Year 12) Japanese commonly enrol in Japanese 4 or 5.

Students with prior knowledge of Japanese should check the checklist below to confirm the most
suitable level for your enrolment.

You can also refer to the textbooks to further confirm your evaluation. The prescribed textbooks
are: Genki I and 11 (2nd edition), 2011. They are available at RMIT library and RMIT Campus
Store (http://www.campusstore.rmit.edu.au/search?type=product&q=genki), which is located at
17-25 Little La Trobe St, Building 83. The prescribed content for Japanese 1-6 is indicated in the
checklist.

If you are still unsure which level to enrol in you are strongly recommended to make an
appointment with hiroko.ohashi@rmit.edu.au to ascertain your level before you enrol.
